Against this backdrop, we also conducted
our teaching evaluation survey, a vital
opportunity for students to share their voices
and help shape the learning experience.
We were delighted to receive an impressive

85% response rate. Since each student

rated five instructors, we analyzed a total 5

of 375 responses across 16 key questions, ranging from course clarity to student

engagement and teaching style.

To ensure our findings are meaningtul,

we ran a reliability test, and the results
were encouraging. The Cronbach’s Alpha

score was 0.94, indicating excellent

..l
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internal consistency across all survey

items. Interestingly, while all questions

contributed meaningfully to the overall

reliability, one item—on lecture speed—showed a slightly lower correlation,

suggesting it may reflect a distinct teaching dynamic.
